








(e). If the planning commission member has expressed an opinion concerning a
matter before the planning commission prior to becoming a member of the
planning commission and cannot in good faith set aside that prior opinion and
decide the matter based on the information provided at the public hearing and
the zoning ordinance requirements. ;

(.  The planning commission member concludes in good faith that because of prior
business or personal relationships with the applicant or with other participants in
the public hearing process, or for other reasons, he or she cannot afford the
applicant and the public a fair hearing.

Section 6. Planning Director and Personnel; Contract for Planning Services and
other Technicians.

(a). The village council may employ a planning director and other personnel asit
considers necessary to assnst tha vﬂlage planning commission in carrying out 1ts
powers and duties. -

(b). The vﬂlage councd may oontract for professional planning services and other.
technical services, such as attorneys and engineers, as it considers necessary to
assist the village planning commission in carrying out its powers and duties.

Section 7. Notification to County Planning Commission.

Within fourteen (14) days after the village council adopts this Ordinance the village clerk
shall transmit a notice of the adoption of this Ordinance to the county planning
commission.

Section 8. Savings Clause.

Al official actions taken by the village planning commission prior to the effective date of
this Ordinance are hereby approved, ratified, and reconfirmed. Any project, review, or
process taking place on the effective date of this Ordinance shall continue with the
village planning commission created by this Ordinance, shall be subject to the
requirements of this Ordinance, and shall be deemed a continuation of any previous
village planning commission action.

Section 9. Repeal.
The previous ordinance creating the Village of Ellsworth Planning Commission under

the Municipal Planning Act, being Act 285 of the Public Acts of 1931, as amended, is
hereby repealed in its entirety.
